Kamiakin prevailed on the final play of the game by blocking a field goal attempt to preserve an undefeated
season. This was the first undefeated season in school history and the fourth time to the playoffs.

Kamiakin 20 Kennewick 18 1982
In what turned out to be a battle for second place in the Big Nine and a playoff spot, Kamiakin clinched their
second playoff position in school history with a very exciting win.

Kamiakin 18 Kennewick 13 1979
This was a big upset as Kennewick boasted an All-American running back, they were heavily favored and they
were playoff bound. Kamiakin prevailed with an excellent team effort.

Kamiakin 10 Pasco 7 1998
This was an outstanding defensive effort by both teams as this was the only loss for a Pasco team that went on
to win the state "AAAA" title.

Kamiakin 14 Walla Walla 10 1995
Kamiakin rebounded from a 30-0 loss to Wa-Hi in the regular season to defeat them in the 2" round of the
playoffs. Kamiakin went on to play for the state championship.

Kamiakin 10 Gonzaga Prep 0 1997
This was the final game for the legendary Gonzaga Prep Coach Don Anderson. The win propelled Kamiakin
into the quarterfinals against eventual state champion Central Valley.

Kamiakin 26 Richland 15 2000
Kamiakin, playing without two starters, defeated a Richland team that was coming off a 50-0 win over Greater
Spokane League Champion University High School.

Kamiakin 42 Central Valley 28 1995
In what turned out to be an offensive show by both teams, Kamiakin played a much better second half than
Central Valley to get the win.

Kamiakin 18 Wenatchee 12 (OT) 1980
This game marked the turnaround in this rivalry. Wenatchee was ranked in the top five in the state and
Kamiakin was unranked. Wenatchee had won eight of the first nine games played against Kamiakin. Since this
game, Kamiakin is twenty-one and two versus Wenatchee.

Kamiakin 42 Pasco 35 (20T) 2002
In a game played with the temperature in the low teens, neither team was able to play consistently good
defense in what turned in to a shootout. Kamiakin prevailed in the 2" overtime and went on to win the Big Nine
Championship.

1970 - 2007
Thirty of the thirty-eight seasons have been .500 or better.
Kamiakin is 33-2 versus Davis and has won 29 in a row.
Kamiakin has won twenty of the last twenty-four versus Moses Lake including 12 in a row from 1987 to 2000.
Kamiakin has won eleven of the last thirteen versus Kennewick.
Craig Beverlin is .500 or better against All Big Nine schools with a league record of 132-48 from 1984 - 2005.
Kamiakin is .500 or better against All Big Nine schools except Richland.
Kamiakin has won 13 straight including nineteen of the last twenty versus Eisenhower.

Wenatchee won eight of the first nine games played against Kamiakin and has only won three times since. Kamiakin
leads the series 24-11, including 11 in a row from 1980 to 1990.

Kamiakin defeated Walla Walla in 1986 and 1987 without scoring an offensive touchdown. Kamiakin won 7-6 & 7-0.

Kamiakin has played eight overtime games against all Big Nine teams except Davis and Southridge - winning five and
losing three.

Kamiakin has won 13 of the last 20 versus Richland.

From 1971-2007 Kamiakin is 25-11-1 versus non-league opponents.

Kamiakin's first two head coaches, Keith Paine and Dan Purple, each won thirty-two games during their tenure.
Kamiakin has only had eight losing seasons since 1970.

Kamiakin's all-time record versus the Greater Spokane League is seventeen wins and seven losses (including
playoffs).

Kamiakin has only finished lower than 5™ twice in the Big Nine league since 1977.

For twenty-six of the last twenty-eight years Kamiakin has finished no worse than fifth in the Big Nine, with eighteen
years in the top four. Additionally, the Braves have been in the regional playoffs for nine out of the last eleven years.
No other Big Nine school can match any of these three marks.

Kamiakin has won 73% of its games over the past twenty-four years, and 65% of its games overall.

Kamiakin has played in nine one-point games involving Big Nine teams, winning seven and losing two.

In Big Nine league games decided by seven points or less, Kamiakin is forty and twenty-five.

Kamiakin played Wenatchee twenty-two times before finally recording a shutout in 1994. During the course of this
series Kamiakin held Wenatchee to one touchdown or less seventeen times.

Kamiakin has played eighteen teams which either won or played for the state title in Washington or Idaho.

INTERESTING FACTS (cont’d)

In the thirty-five years that Kamiakin played in the Big Nine league, they finished in the top five on twenty-nine
occasions.

In the past twenty-four games involving the Pasco Bulldogs, Kamiakin has won fourteen times.

Kamiakin has won thirteen of the past twenty-one versus Walla Walla.

One of the most interesting seasons was 1983 in which three of the four losses were by two points (to the Idaho State
Champs), three points (in overtime) and four points (TD with forty seconds left). The remaining loss was to a team
that lost the state championship game by three points.

Kamiakin has won eight of the last fifteen KONA Cups.

In thirty-five games involving Davis and Kamiakin, Davis has only scored three touchdowns on two occasions.

Kamiakin has two three game and one eight game win streak versus Kennewick ('75,'76,'77 -
'96,'97,'98,'99,'00,'01,'02, '03 - '06, '06 playoffs, ‘07).

Kamiakin finished in the top three of the Big Nine league in twenty-one of its last twenty-five seasons.

Since 1972, Kamiakin has won two of every three games they have played and have had only one season (1976) in
which they did not win at least four games.

Kamiakin has lost a total of just nineteen league games in the past ten years.

Kamiakins first win against all Tri-City Big Nine schools (excluding Southridge) came in 1973. Kamiakin also defeated
Hanford that year to make it a true Tri-City Championship.

Craig Beverlin has averaged less than three losses per year for his twenty-three years at Kamiakin.

Kamiakin has averaged over six wins per year for the thirty-eight years that the school has been open, seven wins per
year since 1984, and eight wins per year since 1992.

In 2006 and 2007, the first two years of the new Columbia Basin League, Kamiakin earned the 3A league
championship.

Kamiakin has won 10 of 12 games versus Southridge and has recorded shut-outs in 5 of the last 7 games.
During the 2006 season, the Kamiakin defense earned a record 7 shut-outs in 13 games. Through the 9-game regular
season, the defense also broke several other records including 5 shut-outs, 241 total yards rushing, -45 yards rushing

versus Kennewick and held opponents to 42 total points.

Craig Beverlin and his staff have been chosen three times for both the State All-Star Game and the NFL High School
Coach of the Week.

In back-to-back seasons of 2002-2003 and 2006-2007, the combined overall records were 21-3 and also included an
undefeated record in league. (16-0 in '02-'03 & 12-0 in '06-'07)
